You had wondered about Meewasin's use of chemicals for weed

control.  Unlike Wascana, we do not have a mandate for park maintenance.
Thus, our use of chemicals is much more restricted.  We do use roundup on

invasive species like brohm grass and European buckthorn in natural

grasslands as part of a comprehensive reclamation program that includes

fire, and grazing.  The staff must be trained and are so careful they

occasionally "paint' it on.  We do have an organic farm, where obviously we

do none of this.  I would also note we do not use chemicals at the river's

edge or other wetlands.  There are very stringent regulations for these

areas.
